You can also
find volunteer opportunities in your area when you look up Presidential Awards
volunteer information online.

The following are the eligibility requirements for each age group:

Kids (Ages 14 and younger): 50 to 74 hours
Young Adults (Ages 15-25): 100 to 174 hours
Adults (Ages 26 and up): 100 to 249 hours
Family & Groups (two or more people): 200 to 499 hours

Silver Level

Kids (Ages 14 and younger): 75 to 99 hours

Young Adults (Ages 15-25): 175 to 249 hours

Adults (Ages 26 and up): 250 to 499 hours

Family & Groups (two or more people): 500 to 999 hours

Gold Level
M Kids (Ages 14 and younger): 100 hours or more
— =\ Young Adults (Ages 15-25): 250 hours or more
Adults (Ages 26 and up): 500 hours or more
Family & Groups (two or more people): 1000 hours or more
